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This is where I started and where the ‘glass 
bug’ took hold.

Stained glass is the process of 
cutting and soldering glass to-
gether to make beautiful pieces of 
art.  Add some beveled glass and 
it provides another dimension.

The term mosaic is an 
expansive term that de-
scribes anything where 
small items (usually pieces 
of ceramic, glass and/or 
stone) are arranged to 
create a larger piece of 
art.  Where you bring 
order to a bunch of random pieces.  

Mosaic as an art 
form has a history 
of several thousand 
years.  It is a rich, 
vibrant, timeless art 
form that can be 
used in so many 
different applica-
tions.  Today you see it with stepping stones, candle 
holders, vases, walls, furniture, etc..    

My favorite is to create ’paintings’ in glass.  Picking 
glass not only for the color but also for 
the ’flow of the glass’ to allow the art to 
have movement.     

Mosaics are a wonderful way to explore 
creativity.  Besides what could be more 
fun than playing in the mud! 

Fused glass is fast 
becoming a favorite 
medium for me.  It 
was almost 20 years 
ago when I did my 
first stained glass 
panel.  I believe once 
a person finds an art 
medium that speaks to them, they need to dive 
in and explore where the journey goes.    

Fused glass has its own 
set of limitations, but at 
the same time allows 
the artist to remove the 
fused lines of stained 
glass.  Fusing allows us 
to layer glass and 
through heat, begin to 
attach these layers.  
Depending on the affect 

you are looking for, the glass can be 
fully fused so the surface is smooth or 
partially fused so the surface has tex-
ture.  

I am very excited about the new fused 
art that will be created this year! 
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
